COMMITTEE REPORT: No committee chairpersons in attendance to report. 
ACPTA REPORT:

April 15th/5-9pm/District 4 Fun Fair.
Funds for the summer’s reading program (where all Dist.4 2nd graders will receive home delivered books) were from the fundraiser “Bowl for Books”. It is proposed that next year the fundraiser committee do something other than bowling. 

PRINCIPAL REPORT: Just because ISAT is over does not mean learning is over. Mr. Bicker had a meeting with teachers to go over what everyone should be aiming to accomplish. Fields trips are coming up. Might be a good idea to consider buying an indoor bench to put there in the future. 

Someone asked what was going on with the Dist.4 Patrol Outing. The patrols had raised their own money for the outing. There is $150 in the PTA budget for the outing. Mr. Bicker stated the patrols could still use that money.

FIELD DAY!! Will be on the last day of school, June 6th. Karen Simko will organize the snacks and drinks. Coolers and ice needed. Someone needs to check on the games/Bingo supplies in the PTA closest. Also, prizes are needed for the games. Maria said she would organize the prizes. There is a budget of $283.

PTA Board was asked if it could create an account/budget for playground equipment. Things needed (but not an exclusive list) are: basketballs, soccer balls, jump ropes, pop-up soccer goals. How much do some of these items cost? A pair of long jump rope could be $10 and a short jump rope could be $2. $90 for a ball pump (Mr. Bicker said he would purchase this). Brainstorming of numbers for the 2011-2012 playground equipment budget included the idea of three installments of $150 a year. At the end of the discussion $250 from the Beautification Fund (of this school year 2010-2011) will be used toward playground equipment. The motion was moved and seconded.
