Call to Order.

ACPTA Report: 


Park District is available for fundraisers. For example, Link & Tees (open May thru October) and the indoor pool. The Park District is putting together the Haunted House Disturbia at the golf dome and will have a kid friendly night. The Turkey Trot is November 25th. 

On September 8th the 5th Graders signed up for music.


The Board for the School District is looking into improving the large class sizes the schools are experiencing. Need Instructional Aides. 


Fullerton is using the SLP report card system (pilot was done last year). Fullerton’s Open House will be September 16th. 

ACPTA dues/scholarships are due from each school (each school owning $200). There was a question regarding what does paying dues to the ACPTA do for our school. The dues help pay for Bowl for Books, the Fun Fair at Indian Trail, and ACPTA dinner (just a few examples). 

Treasurer Report:
2009 – 2010 Audit review and approved. 

2010 – 2011 Budget Proposal reviewed and approved. It is noted that the budget had to be completely redone due to the fact that we now have 1/5th less students (1st grade now attending Ardmore school). But that the budget does not need to be viewed as set in stone. It can be reviewed and another vote taken if need be. Note, that a budgeting mistake was observed with the Memorial Fund. Treasurer will fix. 
Financial Report July 1, 2010 thru August 31, 2010:  Opening Checking Account Balance for FY 2010-11 is $1341.56. 8/26/10 check #6270 – McComb Financial Services, Inc. (Audit) - $100.00. Checking Account Balance (8/31/10) - $1241.56.

Motioned and 2nd to have Sam’s Card Membership ($35) removed from budget and applied to 5th grade events. 

Still doing Patrol Outing this school year but the new budget amount is $150.

President Report:

Dental Sealant dates are September 23rd, 24th, and 27th. Picture Day is September 28th. Volunteers are already set up. Need to send out calendar date updates. Picture Day is a different day than originally listed on the school calendar. 

Room Party information (Halloween & Christmas) updated by V.P. Maria:  instead of individual classroom parties we’ll have a whole school party broken down by grade.  Each room will represent an activity (game, snack, etc). Each grade will have one chair person. We’ll still collect $5 per student which will go into one fund and divided equally among the grades. October 4th (before the PTA meeting) will be the Party Planning meeting for all parents who want to be involved from 6:00pm to 6:30pm. 
Vice President Report:

Fall Fundraiser delivery date will be October 25th. There was a discussion on whether to include Taffy Apple pickup on the same day to make it easier for parents. Need to discuss with Taffy Apple committee chair to see when sales were going to begin. Times for pickup include 2:30pm – 4:00pm and 6:30pm – 7:30pm. Volunteers needed for pickup day (both times). 

Committee Reports:

Roller Skate Party (chair Karen Simko): Trying to set up a date in January 2011. Maybe arrange a snow/rain date along with it. 

Membership Committee (chair Stacie Eddy):  Sign up to be a member of the PTA if you want to vote on the budget and other items throughout the year. Membership is not required to volunteer or participate in the Fullerton PTA. Membership dues are $5 per person per year.

Yearbook (chair Karen Berns) read/updated by Secretary:  Listed are some ideas for the yearbook. 
-Give a sneak peek of the yearbook design (a few pages) online to create excitement about the yearbook.

-Create a "Cover Contest" open to the 5th Graders.  
-Throughout the year collect surveys and quotes from the students, teachers and staff to add to the yearbook to make it more personal.

-Highlight student's art throughout the yearbook.

-Offer incentives to the students for a free Yearbook (so many Cubs tickets or a good deed will equal a free yearbook.)

 -Remove "Zoom - A Year in Review Insert". 

Some ideas to lower printing costs:

-Sell advertising or coupons on an inside back page to local businesses to help subsidize the printing cost.  

-Look into other places to have it printed for a lower cost so we can pass the lower cost onto the students.

-Turn some pages into black and white to lower the printing costs. 

-Sell SHOUT OUTS to the parents/staff/students where they can put a special message on a yearbook page.  (i.e. Great job Suzie Johnson for all your hard work this year, we are so proud of you!  - Mom & Dad) 
Fun Fair (no chair at this time): Fun fair will be replaced with a Sock Hop.

Principal Report: 

Columbus Day Cleanup (update by Pat Kosmach): October 11th starting at 1:00pm. Grounds clean up. Clean up the mulch in front and lay mulch in other areas. Will need to have approval on a mulch purchase or look into using Beautification funds (if we cannot get mulch from the city). If mulch is to be used in the memorial area, there were funds left over from last year.  Budget would need to be reworked to add those funds into this year's budget.  Motion to table this discussion until next month when we have a better idea how the fall fundraiser fares.  Motion seconded and approved.
